V provide public notice of the meetings, and

V provide public notice of the proposed change, and
V at the meetings hear resident input, and

V have a public discussion at the meeting, and then,
V at the end of all that, the commission must vote.




Problems arose in St. Pete Beach because this
process, mandated by Florida law, was not followed.
